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What issue did they tackle and why?

This small but dedicated team aimed to raise awareness of water
conservation and water sanitation across the developing world.

They targeted other students in their college to increase their
understanding of water issues both locally and globally and how
their water usage could be reduced.

What did they decide to do?

The team has developed and delivered a water presentation -
including activity worksheets - to a local primary school of 30
young children.

They have also delivered water workshops to over 60 peers

at their College. At the end of workshop, water surveys were
completed by the participants to measure change in attitude and
commitment to reducing water usage.

The students have raised awareness of World Water Day and
raise money for Water Aid by organising a ‘blue day’.

One of the team members delivered a presentation on the
importance of water to the City College Annual student
conference, attended by over 60 students from different City
college campuses. As a result, the student delegates all voted to
support Water Aid as one of its chosen charities in 2010/11.

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Achievements

Designing workshops and presentations

The team has designed and delivered a range of presentations and
workshops to over 160 people. Through this students have learnt how to
design engaging materials for different target audiences.

Signing people up

The team have been very proactive in collecting water pledge cards

from students and teachers at their college, family, neighbours and

friends. The pledge cards were to further raise awareness about water
conservation and encourage people to commit to reducing their water

;Jsage and wastage; over 300 of these pledge cards have been signed so
ar.

Skills and Knowledge Gained

Understanding water

The City College team has gained more knowledge about a wide
range of global issues such as water poverty and the impact of this
on people in the developing world, including the way how this impacts
women and young girls.

Becoming young leaders

The team is now very passionate about saving water in their daily lives
as well as informing others to save water. The team felt they had made
a difference in their college, at home and also globally.

Skills for life

They have gained a number of skills from their Envision project
including planning, organisation and communication skills. For
example, the team has done extremely well in communicating with
teachers to organise workshops.
