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What issue did they tackle and why?

This team was concerned about young people not having
accessing to or being informed about the youth facilities that
existed locally.

They wanted to raise awareness about fun and educational
activities that young people can get involved with.

What did they decide to do?

The team decided to utilise a number of media to reach as many
people as possible. They researched the facilities that existed
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these to put up in local primary schools.

They also created a fun workshop to deliver to primary school
age children about fun sports and activities they could do to keep
active and how to get involved with local clubs and facilities.

The team wrote a letter to all local primary schools to advertise
their workshop and are currently organising the delivery of the
workshop to a year 6 group.

Seed funding
